The membership fees for the forthcoming 2014/2015 football season will be as follows:

Under 8’s, 9’s, and 10’s

There is a sibling discount of £20 per junior player.

Payment of membership fees above includes junior membership for players AND full membership for a parent, guardian or carer.

Adult Membership – Lewes Bridge View JFC is a club with active membership. Membership gives an adult the right to stand for election and voting rights at the AGM etc. Every junior (child’s) membership fee detailed above includes voting rights for one adult (ie parent, carer). Where an adult is involved with LBV without having a child at the club (eg if they are a coach or committee member) and they wish to stand or vote, then there is now a £1.00 membership fee.

These fees go towards all club expenses including the following: kits, footballs, goals and goal nets, pitch fees, training facilities, training courses for managers and coaches, match referees, Sussex County FA affiliation, entry to cups and tournaments, League memberships and insurance. Please note that any player who has not signed up and paid their membership will not be covered by the clubs insurance and the player wouldn’t be covered in the case of an accident.

Due to the amount of children applying to sign on with the club and the limit to numbers in each team, we may offer a training programme within each age group, this allows a child to be signed on with the club and play if required (but not guaranteed) and use all the facilities that Lewes Bridge View JFC currently offers. Such ‘training only’ places will be at the discretion of each age group’s manager:

Please complete the details below and return along with your: payment (cash or cheque made out to Lewes Bridge View JFC), and in the case of junior members (all players) 2 passport size photographs – which are required for all League registration forms and copy of birth certificate for new signings.

Players must sign for their own age group but may be loaned to an older team with the agreement of both managers. Different leagues may impose further restrictions on players playing out of their age group.  If you have any queries please refer to the relevant manager.

Match fees are £2.00 per match & all entered tournaments £3.00 each.

If you are joining (or leaving) after the start of the season the following will apply:

New joiners:

· those joining before 31/10 would pay the full amount

· those joining before 31/1 would pay £40

· those joining after that date would pay £30
Refunds (Dependent on all club kit being returned):

· an 80% refund would be given to those who left before 31/10

· a 50% refund would be given to those who left before 31/1

· no refund would be given for those who leave after this date

· A full refund will be paid should a team fold before having played 50% of their games, thereafter a refund of 
75% will be made
