Cameron Philp kept goal brilliantly and captain Charlie Johnson had his best ever game for the club. A hard fought and well deserved victory for the team, which puts them into the 3rd round of the League Cup. 

· The u13s worked tirelessly in their closely fought match against Broad Oak. Oscar Healey and Harry Shersby-Wignall both had excellent games and Henry Rousham and Archie Tasker also played vital roles. Broad Oak scored twice but u12 player Jack Dunkley (replacing Sam Bentley who is out for six weeks with a fractured wrist – get well soon Sam) clawed one back with a well-deserved goal. We kept pressing but despite our efforts the score finished 1-2.  

· The u12s Orange played a cup match against an experienced Eastbourne Borough Red side that currently sits top of the league two above us. Despite battling hard we lost 0-6. 

· The u10s Snakes played Hawks Youth at home in a very closely fought game with equal possession and opportunities. In the end the difference was some very composed and decisive attacking from Hawks which saw them score twice.
